LEONBERG – HISTORY
The town of Levinberch was founded by Count Ulrich 1st of Württemberg in 1248 where Leonberg still stands today. The position on the brow of the hill was chosen as a defence from enemies to the west, the towns of Markgröningen, Weil der Stadt and the counts in Tübingen and Calw. At the time, the town was surrounded by stone fortifications with the count's castle in the south west. A moat stood to the east, leading to two gates complete with towers and swing-bridge.

Communities now merged into Leonberg
1938: Eltingen
1975: Gebersheim, Höfingen, Warmbronn and Silberberg (formerly part of Renningen, subsequently amalgamated with the Silberberg area of Leonberg)

Coat of arms and flag
The Leonberg coat of arms consists of a black, three-tailed, red-clawed, red-tongued lion pacing upright on a gold background. The town flag is black and gold. The coat of arms and flag have been in use in Leonberg for centuries.

Leonberg - the first founding of a city by the counts of Wuerttemberg. In 1248/49 the city "Levinberch" arose under Count Ulrich I as a fortress and counterbalance to the surrounding imperial cities. The name is derived from the fortress Löwenberg on the slopes of the Engelberg. Its lords had the lion on their arms. The Leonberg city arms today, a black lion with a yellow background, has its origin here.
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
