So I while the final sibling count was five, it may have been

initially much higher.

The

American abbreviation for county is "Co." somebody trying to read sloppy

hand writing may mistakenly interpret "Santa Cruz Co." as "Santa Cruz, Ca"

which would be the city of Santa Cruz in California which also happens to

reside within the County of Santa Cruz.

So I say that one of us is wrong, because the possibility that their were

two distinct Leibbrandt families in Santa Cruz at that time would be almost

impossible.
